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At Nelson Academy, in a world where technology and travel make the world ever more accessible, we believe geographical understanding is vital.  Our children are given opportunities to ask and answer questions about the natural and human world in which we live. Lessons, investigations and special event days inspire curiosity and allow for the practising of skills such as questioning, critiquing, evaluating and hypothesizing. 
To ensure this happens, we deliver a geography curriculum that focuses on developing a sense of place that is underpinned, not only by our learning and experiences, but a core knowledge of facts, locations and vocabulary. Our curriculum is designed to allow children to build on their geographical knowledge and skills as they progress through the school, adding on to prior learning and life experiences.
Geography is an integral part of the curriculum and will not only be taught discretely but across the breadth of the curriculum – making links with other subjects (e.g. finding significant locations in RE and history). Throughout their time at Nelson, we also embed learning with special ‘immersive’ days where cross curricular ‘sticky’ learning has high impact – leading to longer lasting knowledge.
Children leave our setting equipped with geographical skills and knowledge which will prepare them for the curriculum at Key Stage 3 and for life as global citizens.
Our ultimate aim is that they will have thoroughly enjoyed learning about geography, and will be inspired to undertake new life experiences, both now and in the future. 
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
